Therefore, in apticipation of this event, we would like if
pogaible o arrapge for apn appropriete spall delegation to call upon
the President. It might consist of Dr. Israel Goldsteln, President
of the Americen Jewish Congress under whase auspices the obwervance FFJ"-"I‘
will be held, Babbi Judah Naditeh who was the chief Jewilsh chaplain HF
in General Eisenhower's command, & lesder in the displaced persons'
group, now living in the United States, and perhaps myself who
gerved as Advisor on Jewish Affairs to Generals.McHarney, Clay, Clark
and Keyes. We would bring o the President a formpl expression of
appreciation for his role in liberation; and would hope to secure
from him & mesgage for the April 15th meeting.
